The program promotes teaching formats in which virtual teaching and learning phases are combined with a short attendance phase at a partner university.
There is a separate form to apply for a BIP. 
Eligible to apply are all UZH teaching staff, study program coordinators as well as people who are involved in the support of international students and are pursuing a project idea that supports the achievement of the above-mentioned goals.
